(d) In order to qualify the test, the candidate should secure at least 6 out of 10 marks for formatting features and
a speed of 30 words per minute in English or 30 words per minute in Hindi.

6. Mistakes to the extent of 3% of the total number of words in the given passage will only be allowed. In case
the mistakes exceed 3%, the candidate will be deemed as failed in typing proficiency test.

(b) PROCEDURE FOR COMPUTER PROFICIENCY TEST

Computer Proficiency Test will be designed to test the candidate’s proficiency in MS Windows Operating
System and Desk Top applications such as MS Office (Word, Excel, Access, Power Point), e-mail management
and internet surfing.

A test paper consisting of two parts will accordingly be prepared consisting of six questions viz. Part I - for
Word, Excel, Access, Power Point and Part II — for e-mail management and internet surfing. The test will be
for a duration of 30 minutes and will carry 100 marks.

Part — I will consist of 4 (four) questions and will carry equal marks of 20 each and the Part — II will consist of
2 (two) questions and will carry 10 marks each.

Candidates with 50% and above marks will be declared as qualified (GO) and those with less than 50% will be
declared as not qualified (No GO).
